Past and Current Research Interests
1. Theory of rent seeking. In one part of my candidate’s thesis I investigated the degree of property rights protection demanded by the society. It was found that full protection is not always desired. In a different part of the thesis, I looked at the effects of entry fees in a rent-seeking contest.  
2. Theory of voting. I am currently interested in developing Downsian game-theoretic models. One phenomenon whose effect I studied was candidate valence (the collection of characteristics distinct from a candidate’s policy platform). I investigated endogenous valence [1, 2] and found that the strategic candidate behavior involved can be an explanation of policy divergence among candidates. My latest work [7] deals with how the behavior of political agents with different valence is affected by the possibility of low voter turnout. It is found that the threat of voter abstaining affects the policies of political agents, leading then to choose more distant positions than otherwise predicted by the theory.
